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Originally part of a project about Dada Punk, “No Pun(k) Intended” is inspired by the anti-establishment ideals and attitudes of the Punk subculture. At the time when the ideologies of Punk were popular amongst the youth and the working class, frustrations about economic inequality were often expressed by way of the activity of protest. Creative Expression was an inherent aspect of the Punk subculture often appearing in fashion, film, music, magazines and visual art.
Inspired by the Time magazine covers of Robert Rauschenberg, these covers seek to portray a generalised view of the sentiment directed through protest towards political leaders of our time. 
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
